Commitment Agreement

In committing to work for Teen Integrity program.  I promise to conduct myself in a manner that reflects the character and mission of Teen Integrity.

I understand I am responsible for modeling a healthy lifestyle free of drugs, alcohol, and promiscuity.   If I am single, I will abstain from sexual activity until marriage. If I am married, I will uphold my wedding vows and continue living a life of sexual integrity.   I recognize my behavior during volunteering and outside of volunteering represent the Teen Integrity Program.  

I will comply with the following policies of Teen Integrity:

1.  I will not give out my personal telephone number to students.  All questions and concerns should be directed to the Teen Integrity/Birth Choice office phone number. 

2.  I will never advise, provide, or refer for an abortion.  I will not refer for contraceptives, or contraceptive services.  We believe the morning after pill is abortive.  

3.  I will dress appropriately while volunteering.  I understand if I am a female no spaghetti straps, mid drifts, low cut tops that reveal cleavage, short skirts, and tight clothing are allowed.  I understand as a male jeans need to be warn around the waist, business casual is expected for both female and male volunteers.  If there is any question about what is acceptable I will call the director before the presentation or before my volunteer hours.

 I understand any volunteer or staff member may be subject to dismissal should any section of this agreement be broken.  If my circumstances change and I am no longer able to work with Teen Integrity, I will notify Teen Integrity as soon as possible in order to find a replacement for my position.
